
TEACHER’S NOTES

Comparative and Superlative Predictions

Introduction

In this comparatives and superlatives game, students complete 
questions with comparative or superlative adjectives and then 
predict a partner's answers to the questions.  

Procedure

Divide the students into two groups (A and B). 

Give each student a corresponding worksheet.

First, students complete questions with the correct comparative 
or superlative form of the adjectives in brackets.

Afterwards, check the comparative and superlative adjectives 
and review the questions with each group.

Answer key

Next, each student pairs up with someone from the other group.

Tell the students not to show their worksheet to their partner.

Without talking, students predict their partner's answers to the 
questions and write them down in the second column. 

Students then take turns asking and answering the questions and 
comparing their partner's answers with the predictions.

For each correct prediction, students score a point. 

The student with the most points at the end of the game wins.

Finally, students tell the class what they found out about their 
partner. 

Any interesting findings can then be discussed in more detail.
