Count on Me!

Introduction

In this making promises and offers game, students race to respond
to statements by making promises with will or won't or offers with
will or Shall I...?

Procedure

Divide the students into groups of three or four.
Give each group a set of cards.

Ask the students to shuffle the cards and place them face-down
in a pile on the desk.

Students then take turns picking up a card and reading the
statement on the card to the group, e.g. 'I need to go to the
airport.'

The other students listen and then race to respond with a promise
to do something with will or won't or with an offer of help with will
or Shall I...?

The first student to make an appropriate promise or offer wins
and keeps the card, e.g. 'Shall I call you a taxi?'

The student with the most cards at the end of the game wins.

Afterwards, students repeat the game, but this time, each
student responds with a funny or imaginative response, and the
reader gives the card to the student who gave the funniest or
most imaginative promise or offer, e.g. 'I'll take you there in my
Ferrari.'
