Introduction

In this future perfect continuous game, students say some words
and mime an action to help a partner guess a future perfect
continuous sentence.

Procedure

Divide the students into pairs (Student A and B).

Give each student a corresponding worksheet.

Have the students sit facing each other.

Tell the students not to show their worksheet to their partner.
Students then take turns saying the words in the first column
and miming the action in the second column to their partner, who
has one minute to guess the action and say the future perfect

continuous sentence in the third column.

If their partner is successful, the student puts a tick in the box
next to the sentence.

The student with the most correct guesses at the end of the game
wins.
