Positives and Negatives

Introduction

In this present continuous worksheet, students use 20 verbs 
to complete positive and negative present continuous sentence 
pairs.

Procedure

Give each student a copy of the worksheet.

First, students find 20 verbs in the word search and write them in 
the spaces provided.

Afterwards, check the verbs with the class.

Students then use the verbs to complete positive and negative 
present continuous sentence pairs.

The first sentence of each pair is negative and the second sentence 
is positive. 

Finally, elicit the correct answers from the class.
