Introduction

This present simple questions worksheet helps students learn and 
practice Wh questions in the present simple tense.

Procedure

Give each student a copy of the worksheet.

Students begin by matching each question with the correct 
response, paying attention to the question word in bold.

Exercise A - Answer key

Students then complete present simple questions with a suitable 
question word.
