What have | been doing?

Introduction

In this present perfect continuous game, students mime what
they have been doing for others to guess.

Procedure

Explain that the students are going to play a miming game where
they guess what someone has been doing using the present
perfect continuous.

Divide the students into two teams (A and B).

A student from Team A comes to the front of the class.

Give the student a card.

The student asks the class, "What have I been doing?"

The student then has two minutes to mime the sentence on the
card to their team.

During these two minutes, the members of Team A can ask the
student questions about what they have been doing to which the
student can nod yes or no.

If Team A guesses the sentence within two minutes, they score
two points.

The sentence must be exactly the same as what is written on the
card to win.

If Team A don't guess the sentence within the time frame, Team
B has one chance to guess the answer for one point.

A student from Team B then comes to the front of the class, and
SO on.

The team with the most points at the end of the game wins.

This game can also be played in competing pairs or small teams.
